Day 1: Arrive Mumbai            
      

~ On arrival at Mumbai International airport, on completion with immigration, custom clearance and luggage 
collection please proceed to the exit where you will be met by the representative and transferred to Four 
Seasons Mumbai.   

~ Dr. Arun and Tushar Gandhi will travel with the group during the days in Mumbai and Kolhapur 
 
Day 2:  Mumbai 
 

~ After breakfast, the group will drive to Panvel to visit the WIT (Women India Trust).  

~ www.wit.org   WIT started by training less privileged and unskilled women in Mumbai to stitch sari 
petticoats. Since then WIT has helped many women to develop skills and earn a regular income; this has 
changed their lives and the lives of their families. 

~ Lunch will be at WIT. After lunch, the group will drive back to Mumbai and relax at the hotel.  
  
Day 3: Mumbai 
  

~ MANI BHAVAN  - Mahatma Gandhi's residence in Mumbai 
Mani Bhavan is a simple old –style, two storied building. When Gandhiji was in Mumbai between 1917 to 
1934, he stayed here. It is now converted into a museum and research center. The visitors from all over the 
world come to Mani Bhavan, to see the room Gandhiji occupied, its picture gallery, the Library Hall and the 
Terrace were he was arrested on January 4, 1932. 

~ The group will visit the Marketplace/share. Lunch will be at the Marketplace/share. Dinner will be at the 
local restaurant.   

 
MarketPlace operates under the umbrella organization SHARE (Save the Handicapped's Rehabilitation Efforts), set up in 
Mumbai in June 1980 as a non-profit organization to rehabilitate and empower women at the grassroots. The organization 
was begun by Pushpika Freitas and Lalita Monteiro in an attempt to rehabilitate cured leprosy patients (mostly women). 
SHARE started out with three women -- all from low-income group families in Mumbai.

See 
the Wind Palace and tour the flower market - visit the magnificent Amber Fort, and schedule a private 
elephant safari through the countryside. Step outside the tourist track to spend an evening on the outskirts 
of town watching your own private cultural dance and music show as the sun sets. 

~ On arrival at Jaipur airport, on completion of luggage collection please proceed to the exit where you will be 
met by the representative and transferred to hotel.  Evening at leisure. 

 
Day 7 : Jaipur 

 

~ After breakfast, full day tour of Jaipur city including Elephant ride at the Amber Fort. 

~ Private evening performance  - traditional village artists and dancers from nearby village. 
  
Day 8: Jaipur ð Fatehpur Sikri ð Agra (Approx 6 hours drive)  

 

~ After breakfast, the group will drive to Agra. En route visit the Fatehpur Sikri. 37 kms from Agra is built a 
city predominantly in Red Sandstone and is called Fatehpur Sikri. This town was built by the Mughal 
Emperor, Akbar. He had planned this city as his capital but shortage of water compelled him to abandon 
the city. After this within 20 years, the capital of Mughals was shifted to Lahore. 

~ After sightseeing, continue drive on to Agra. Arrive and check into hotel. 
  
Day  9: Agra ð Delhi (Approx 4 hours drive)  

 

~ At sunrise, visit the fabulous Taj Mahal.  

~ Return to the hotel for Buffet breakfast. After breakfast, visit the Agra Fort. Later, the group will drive to 
Delhi. Arrive and check into hotel.  
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Day 10: Delhi  

 

~ You will first visit Old Delhi. The tour will begin with a visit to Raj Ghat, a simple memorial to Mahatma 
Gandhi; drive past the Red Fort continuing to the Jama Masjid by bicycle rickshaws. 

~ Take a "City Walk" tour of the Delhi railway station and backstreets bustling with daily activity. Get a look at 
Indian city life as few outsiders do, led by your English -speaking guide, a former street child who lived in the 
train station. Visit Salaam Baalak trust, a non-profit organization working to save runaway and abandoned 
children from the hardships of life on the street. 

~ After visiting Old Delhi, you will be driven to New Delhi, which reflects the legacy the British left behind.  
  
Day 11: Delhi Departure
