Highlights: As part of this adventure, you will journey through rainforests, jungles, grasslands and hidden canyons in 

Canaima National Park, meeting members of the native Pemón tribe and immersing yourself in their culture and 
lifestyle. The sights and sounds of the many waterfalls of Canaima National Park are unforgettable. Canaima National 

Park is one of the world's great natural wonders and a hiker's paradise. On your GoPhilanthropic customized adventure 

tour, you will trek across grassy plains that never seem to end and rainforests that reach to the heavens. You will also 
hike on the tepuis that are hundreds of millions of years old. During your hiking adventure to The Valley of the Lost 

World, you will encounter a dazzling array of birds, such as macaws, toucans, parakeets, parrots, tanagers, 

hummingbirds and maybe even the illusive cock of the rock, as well as many other exotic species. The land is also rich 
in exotic wildlife, such as anteaters, jaguars, armadillos, sloths and howler monkeys. 

 
Philanthropy: While you visit Venezuela, we facilitate getting you get off the typical tourist track to learn about 
important projects at work in communities. In Venezuela, we partner with Angel Conservation, a non-profit dedicated to 

promoting health, communications, cultural identity and sustainable tourism development of the region of Kamarata 

Valley in Canaima National Park. The Gran Sabana is home to indigenous people who are believed to be of Carib 

descent, the Pemón, who are thought to have migrated to the region possibly six hundred years ago, although 
archeological sites to the north have unearthed finds dating back almost 9,000 years.

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ITINERARY 
 

Day 1  Caracas 

 

Arrival in Caracas. Our friendly staff will greet you and transport you to the Hotel Buena Vista which is 

located by the airport. Balance of the day at your leisure.  

 

Day 2  Caracas-Uruyén 

 

Transfer to the national airport for your flight to Puerto Ordaz. From Puerto Ordaz, enjoy your connecting 

flight in a light aircraft flying over Angel Falls, pouring off a mountaintop 979m (3,212 feet) to the jungle 

floor, before landing at Uruyén in the middle of La Gran 

Sabana. You will be awed by waterfalls and swimming 

pools in the middle of nature where time has stood still for 

millenniums, all the while overlooked by vast table top 

mountains and the Gran Sabana. Uruyén Lodge was built 

specifically to receive tourists; the Carballo family of the 

Kamarakoto tribe operates it. The lodge, situated in a 

savanna ecosystem deep in Canaima National Park is only 

accessible by small plane or many days walking! Uruyén 

(Yurwan) is a magical place, well off the beaten track and 

virtually unvisited by regular tourists. The lodge, 

consisting of a number of comfortable churuatas (typical 

indigenous dwellings), is nestled alongside Yurwan River 

close to where it flows into the Aicha River. It is located in the beautiful Kamarata Valley within hiking 

distance of local Pemón settlements (villages) of Old Uruyén, Santa Marta, Kavak, Kamarata, nearby 

waterfalls and the impressive Yurwan canyon. The location is spectacular, neither words nor photos do it 

justice! The lodge itself is overlooked on all sides by spectacular tepuis ï Auyántepui in particular ï and 

situated at the edge of the savanna where both Jimmie Angel and Ruth Robertson landed and set up their base 

camps in 1937 and 1949 respectively. Today you will also enjoy an excursion to Yurwan Cave for hiking and 

swimming. Uruyén Lodge (L,D) 
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Day 3 Uruyén - Kavak 

 

You canôt help but rise early for the beautiful sunrise and 

great photo opportunities - experience the screeching of 

flocks of parrots overhead. Hike to Kavak via the Indian 

villages of Old Uruyén and Santa Marta. In Kavak you 

will sleep in hammocks or beds, in clean rustic rooms, 

for one night. Kavak in Pem·n means ñmacawò - it is a 

small community close to the Pemón villages of 

Kamarata and Santa Marta that consists of several 

comfortable churuata dwellings built specifically for 

tourism ï where one can chose hammocks or beds as 

their bedding down of choice. Kavak combines three 

separate lodges operated by two local Pemón families 

(Calcaño and Sandoval) and the community of 

Kamarata. The lodges are known as Macunaima, Excursiones Pemón and Kavak-Yeuta. The lodges were 

constructed close to Kavak River, winding its way into a gorgeous canyon at the end of which is the beautiful 

Kavak waterfall. In order to enter the canyon one must join the Pemón guide in an indigenous chant to the 

spirits. A truly spiritual place to visit, Kavak is yet another jewel of Kamarata Valley and like its neighbour 

Uruyén (Yurwan) is a magical place and pretty much off the beaten track. Hence it is highly likely that you 

may have the lodge completely to yourselves when visiting. Remainder of the day at leisure.  Overnight

Overnight Kavak Lodge (B,L,D) 
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Day 6   Kavak-Canaima Lagoon 

 

This morning in Kavak, you will have a several activities to 

choose from. Activities include a stiff hike up to La Toma, the 

viewpoint overlooking Kamarata Valley and Kavak waterfall. 

La Toma has a rock perching precariously on another called ñLa 

Mureyò ï the local myth says that if this rock ever topples off 

the other, the world will come to an end! Go see it for yourself - 

it defies the laws of gravity. Other local hikes are possible to 

neighboring indigenous settlements, as well as trekking, cultural 

visits / dances, swimming, visits to local waterfalls dotted 

around the area and even curiara trips on the neighboring rivers. 

If really energetic it is possible to invite the Pemón teenagers to 

rally for a game of football (soccer) ï they love the game. 

Following lunch, transfer for your charter flight to Canaima. Your day is not finished - in the afternoon enjoy 

an excursion across Canaima Lagoon by dug out canoe (curiara) to Hacha Falls. Overnight in beds at 

Churum Vena Lodge (B,L,D) 

 

 

Day 7   Canaima ï Angel Falls 
 

This morning following breakfast, we will hike to 

Ucaima Port to board a motorized canoe along the 

Carrao and the Churún Rivers, to Angel Falls in 

Devils Canyon. Angel Falls cascades 979m (3,212 

feet) from the top of Auyántepuy to the Rio 

Chur¼n! Trek to ñMirador Laimeò for a 

breathtaking close up of the falls. Enjoy a 

refreshing swim in Loverôs Pool at the base. 

Overnight at Ratoncito Island in hammocks.

Day 8   Angel Falls ï Ciudad Bolivar 

 

Return to Canaima by river, enjoy a delicious 

lunch, then take an afternoon flight over the jungle 

and Lake Guri to Ciudad Bolivar. Overnight at Hotel La Cumbre. (B,L) 

 

 

Day 9   Ciudad Bolivar ï Caracas 

 

You will have the morning at leisure to explore Cuidad Bolivar and perhaps take an optional tour. In the 

afternoon, you will fly to Caracas for your final night in Venezuela. Overnight Hotel Buena Vista (B)
